WELCOME
Dale Bennett, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:13 p.m.
2.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – March 7, 2007
Motion:

Dan Church moved to approve the minutes.  David Merrill seconded the motion.  The minutes were unanimously approved.

FINANCIAL REPORT – TRENT HUNT
Trent reported that the USPE check for $180 for dues bounced and there was a $5 insufficient funds fee attached to that.  USPE needs to submit a new check to UEC for $185.  Trent received over $700 back from the banquet facilities to refund the security deposit and unused parking validations.  Trent will have the budget updated by the next meeting.  At that time we can see how the banquet came out.  There is about $4,000 in the account.
4.             COMMITTEE ASSIGNMENTS

E-Week – Mike Norrie:  Mike brought the centerpieces for Susan to store.  The banquet was a success.   It was mentioned that Sarcos loves to give tours for any age group.  It was suggested that next year’s budget should include $500 for the MESA teacher award.  MESA does not give their award winner any money.

Publication Committee – Kiran Bhayani:  Kiran will be the Publication Committee Chairman next year.

C.
Fund-raising Committee – Bob Davis:   Bob Davis was not in attendance.  Ken Randle reported that a check from ESI Engineering is coming.  The fund-raising amounts are as follows:  $8645 is the total which includes the $1,500 from each of the half-sponsors.  The breakdown is $2,490 for scholarships, $2,300 for the UEC general fund, and $855 for sponsor-a-student.

Membership Committee – Mike Buehner:  Mike was not in attendance.

Scholarship Committee – Trent Hunt:  Trent was supposed to report the names of the winners and their schools, but did not have the information with him.  He will send it to Susan for historical purposes.  Banquet tickets were provided to the scholarship winners and one guest each by UEC.
In the future UEC needs to get the word out about the banquet to more students. UEC used to have a university representative position on the board who would arrange for displays from the universities to be set up at the banquet and UEC would pay them $200 to do that.  That has not been happening the past two or three years.  Mike Norrie said the universities were invited to bring displays this year, but declined.

Many students can’t afford a banquet ticket, even at half price.  Sponsor-a-student money could fully cover student tickets.  We would just have to limit the number of tickets available so contributions would cover it.

SEAU issues
These issues were brought up in the last UEC meeting and can be reviewed in detail in those minutes.


A.
Separate licenses – no one had objections to the separate license issue.


B.
UEC delegate selection -  SEAU changed their by-laws to say that the UEC delegate would be an appointed position rather than an automatic board position.  The UEC by-laws say that the delegate should be a board member in their society.  Last month it was mentioned that the delegate must have authority to represent their society.  SEAU is trying to make the assignment last longer than one year so that there is some continuity.  It was suggested that SEAU have something like a “governor-at-large” position so that their delegate is a board member.  Ultimately it was decided that we suggest to SEAU that their delegate can be an appointed position as long as that person has authority to act on behalf of SEAU and also that they appoint an alternate UEC delegate who is on their board.
