WELCOME
Paul Oestreich, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:09 p.m.
2.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – November 2, 2005
Motion:
Ken Randle moved to approve the minutes.  Mike Norrie seconded the motion.  The minutes were unanimously approved.

3.
FINANCIAL REPORT – MICHAEL NORRIE
Mike Norrie reported that as of last Friday, the checking account balance was $5,854.65. 

The scholarship savings account has $4,205.00 and the other savings account has 
$3,801.21.
4.          COMMITTEE REPORTS
A. E-Week – Dale Bennett:  The sponsor is Workman, Nydegger.  The Grand Hall 

reservations are taken care of.  The menu items need to be decided upon.  We will need a certain percentage of vegetarian meals.  It would be helpful to know as tickets are sold how many vegetarian meals will be required.  Asiago encrusted chicken was what the board chose for the banquet.
Geoff Galbraith is ready to go again for the entertainment.  Ken Randle has been working on a speaker.  He thought he had one lined up – Bob Bonart, Chief Operating Officer of Snowbird, but was informed he would be out of town.  It was suggested that the author of an interesting Journal article might speak about their featured project.  Mike Norrie suggested that the roller coaster company in Logan might provide someone to speak about designing amusement park rides.  They are mechanical engineers.  We will find out the name of the company and go from there.  It was also suggested that maybe someone could speak about engineering efforts in the Iraq war.
Dale will have Desktop Visual Products do the A/V equipment again this year.  Linda asked if we should consider going with one more set of speakers on each side so that we can decrease the volume which would in turn decrease the reverberation.  Dale said they charge $35 per speaker.  Last year we had four.  Dale will check with them to see if they have tried more speakers with a lower volume to see if that helps with the problem.
Joe McBride suggested to Dale Bennett that the E-Week proclamation should probably be modified since it has been the same for several years.  Joe is apparently retiring and will not be doing the proclamation for us after this year.  The governor’s office now does the picture for us.  The current proclamation reads as follows:

“Whereas, engineers have used their scientific and technical knowledge and skills in creative and innovative ways to fulfill society’s needs; and,


Whereas, engineers face the major technological challenges of our time from rebuilding towns devastated by natural disasters to designing an information superhighway that will help speed our country through this new century; and,


Whereas, engineers encourage our young math and science students to realize the practical power of their skills and knowledge to meet the challenges of the future; and,


Now, Therefore, I, John M. Huntsman, Jr., Governor of the state of Utah, do hereby declare February 20-26, 2006 as Engineers’ Week”

The information superhighway is kind of an outdated concept now.  It was decided that it might be best to wait and change it next year when we have a little more time to deal with it.
Motion:
Mike Norrie moved to wait until next year to change the proclamation.  Bob Davis seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Tickets were distributed to the representatives for them to sell to their membership.
B.  Publication Committee:  The deadline for the information for the Journal is the first week of January.  Trent has only received four mailing lists so far.  They are from ASME, SWE, SEAU and UCLS.
Trent has only received one Journal article and that was from ASME.

It was suggested that a draft of the Journal be sent to each UEC representative for them to check their society’s information to be sure it is correct.

C.  Fund-Raising Committee – Bob Davis:   Fund-raising letters went out the first part of November.  They have been trying to correct the addresses on the undeliverable letters that came back and have been sending them out again with the changes.  So far we have raised approximately $2,700.  Not all of the checks have come in yet.  Last year we raised about $4,000.  CH2MHill said their check would not be coming until after the first of January.  Chris Hailey and Larry Reaveley both said they sent in checks, but we have not received them yet.
Mike Norrie suggested that in the future those who are soliciting the funds be the ones to whom the checks are sent; i.e. the Fund-Raising Committee Chair should receive the checks, make record of having received the checks, and then give them to the Treasurer for deposit.  Mike feels that this system would work better than the way we currently do it because he does not always know what the checks are supposed to be for – such as scholarship, general fund, etc.  The Fund-Raising Committee would also be better apprised of the situation when they make follow-up phone calls.  However, it was mentioned that having the money sent to the treasurer created a check and balance in the system, making it more secure and protecting those involved.

It would also be helpful if we send out a thank-you letter that would also act as a receipt for those who donate to UEC.  The Fund-Raising Committee will send out thank-you letters which will also remind them that UEC is a 501(c)(3) corporation, so their donation is tax deductible.
Utah Business Journal has a good listing of engineering companies that we might look at to expand our database of donors.
The donors need to be listed in the Journal.

D. Awards Committee – Linda Bachmeier:  Linda has nominations from only three

societies:  SEAU, ACEC and AIAA.  ASME should have a nominee coming for Fresh Faces – Steve Maughan.  ASHRAE is also nominating Jeff Anderson from Heath and the paperwork will be coming.  Linda would like to meet with her committee after the January meeting.  The committee will meet and talk about the criteria and how the judging should occur before they discuss the nominees and actually do the judging.  There should probably be a rule that you cannot vote on your own society’s nominee.  The committee will consist of Linda Bachmeier, Trent Hunt, David Merrill, Jake Watson, Dale Bennett and Paul Oestreich.
F.   Scholarship Committee – Michael Norrie:   Letters were sent to all three universities.  The university coordinator has been requested to narrow down the candidates to no more than seven.  Mike was asked if Computer Science majors are eligible – they are not.  Mike was also asked if foreign engineering students are eligible – they are.  The applications are due by January 26, 2006.  Mike will need a committee of three by our next meeting.
E. Membership Committee – Jake Watson:  Jake mentioned some groups to
possibly pursue for membership such as the geologists, engineering educators, and chemical engineers.
5.          OTHER BUSINESS
Susan will post the license expiration information on the Web site.  Jake Watson mentioned that at DOPL the Engineering Board is not part of the complaint process.  SEAU would like to see  an engineering subcommittee involved in the complaint process.

AIAA is having a joint dinner meeting with ASME and IEEE as co-sponsors on January 23, 2006.  The speaker will be Jake Garn and the meeting will be at the Airport Hilton, 5151 Wiley Post Way.
