WELCOME – MICHAEL NORRIE
Mike Norrie, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:07 p.m.
2.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – November 7, 2007
Motion:
Mike Buehner moved to approve the minutes.  Joe Martone seconded the motion. The minutes were unanimously approved.

3.
FINANCIAL REPORT – MIKE BUEHNER

Mike Buehner passed out the financial report.  He reported that the following societies have paid their dues thus far:  AIAA, ASHRAE, ASME, IES, ASCE, UCLS, SAME, ACEC and USPE.  Some of these checks have not yet been deposited.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

A.
E-Week – Trent Hunt:  Trent reported that he has banquet tickets today.  He would like each society representative to take at least one set of 30 tickets and try to sell them.  Some of the Board members had lunch at the Capitol last Wednesday and it was good.  They met with the caterer.  It was decided that the reception time would be 5:30 to 7:00 p.m. and there could be a couple of short tours given during that time for those who want to see the Capitol renovation.  The Capitol Preservation Board has taken care of the rotunda reservation for us.  We need to take care of the food.  We will be having a buffet with several options.  The main course options are lemon dill salmon, stuffed cranberry pork loin, a vegetarian offering, and garlic rosemary grilled chicken.  The vegetarian offering must be ordered ahead of time.  The caterer will not be able to accommodate them without a pre-order.  There will, however, be vegetables and other items they could eat that will be part of the regular buffet.  There will also be wild rice, red new potatoes, and steamed vegetables.  Dessert will be assorted cakes, pies, cheesecake, brownies and cookies.  There will be punch and water on the tables.  We need to give the caterer a final count one week before the banquet.  No alcohol is allowed at the Capitol at all.  Since we can’t have a bar, it was decided that during the reception/tour time, since we have the money to do it, we will offer hors d’oeuvres and drinks.  The drinks offered will be fruit juice, water and sodas, the hors d’oeuvres will be fruit trays, cheese trays, a vegetable tray, spinach-artichoke dip, pot stickers, shrimp, sausage-stuffed mushrooms and barbequed meatballs.  The cost of the meal, hors d’oeuvres and labor is $27.99 per person.  $6 of that is the labor fee.
Trent asked if any of the other UEC representatives has solicited volunteers from their organizations.  Trent would like to have 5 volunteers to help him on the E-Week committee.
The E-Week proclamation has been submitted to the governor.  Right now we are supposed to get it back between January 11 and January 14.  Trent has asked if they can possibly get it to us by the first of the month.  We may not be able to get a picture because they are moving back into the Capitol building over the Christmas break and the governor has asked his staff that they not do any signings with pictures until after March.

Reaveley and Associates has agreed to be the banquet sponsor and we want to thank them for doing that.  They are planning on having a booth at the banquet.  Trent would also like someone from Reaveley to help out with one of the tours.

Trent said we can have 6 to 8 people per table at the banquet and asked what we wanted to do.  We would like to have 8 people per table as long as it is not too cramped.
We are a non-profit 501(c)(3) organization and donations are tax deductible.


B.
Publication Committee – Kiran Bhayani:  Kiran has received articles from the following societies:  ASME, ASHRAE, USPE, AIAA and SAME.  Kiran has seen only three mailing lists so far.  Kiran needs to have the rest of the information before the end of the year.  Mike Buehner’s firm will be submitting an article on the Capitol engineering project.  Kiran also needs to have articles from Mike Norrie and Trent Hunt.  Kiran needs to have pictures of last year’s award winners.  Mike Norrie and Paul Oestreich will see if they have the photos and will get them to Kiran.  We should also include pictures of the scholarship award winners.  Mike has them in his slide show and will get them to Kiran.
Kiran will try to get an E-Week graphic from the national E-Week people.


C.
Fund-raising Committee – David Merrill:  So far we have nine donors - $450 to the general fund and $185 to sponsor-a-student for $635 total plus the $3,000 from Reaveley.  Ken suggested to David that he start making phone calls right away and not wait until the deadline because people forget.  The banquet information in the fund-raising letter is incorrect, so when the phone calls are made, the people should be given the correct information for the banquet.  The banquet will be February 15 at the Capitol building rotunda.

Scholarship Committee – Mike Buehner:  The application has been updated and posted on the UEC website.  Mike has mailed the information to the representatives at each of the three universities.  The BYU representative was surprised that we changed the date of the banquet.  The submittal deadline is in January.  Mike will request a committee at our next meeting.

SAME wondered if they could submit more than one nominee for Fresh Faces in Engineering.  Our form says any individual can submit a nomination and they don’t have to be sponsored by a society because that mirrors the national form.  We probably want to change that.  It is only an issue for us because we give all of the nominees and plaque and that costs UEC quite a bit of money.  It is too late to change it for this year, so we need to allow SAME to have two nominees – one of theirs is a civilian and one is military, so they are different.  The differentiation should be noted on the plaque as well so it does not cause problems with other societies and set a wrong precedent.  It was suggested that since we are an organization of member societies, it would be appropriate for us to only accept nominees who are members of our member societies in order to encourage the nominees to participate in our member organizations.
Motion:
Ken Randle moved that after this year, we allow only one Fresh Faces in 



Engineering nominee per society.  Paul Oestreich seconded the motion.  The 



motion was approved unanimously.

Trent Hunt moved that after this year the Fresh Faces in Engineering nominee has 



to be a member of one of our member societies.  Ken Randle seconded the 



motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
The final deadline for the nomination packets is December 17, 2007.

The committee will meet in January to decide on the award winners.

Membership Committee – Shaun Packer:  Shaun has nothing to report but would like further clarification as to his duties.  He needs to contact the societies who don’t have anyone attending the UEC meetings.  AICHE – American Institute of Chemical Engineers should be contacted.  ASPE (Plumbing engineers) should be contacted again.  Rob Kesler from Heath Engineering is the contact for ASPE.  They showed interest in joining last year.  Susan mentioned that Shaun should contact ASCE and ITE to invite them to participate with us.  It was suggested that we invite societies who are not currently members to come to our meetings to see if they would be interested in being a part of UEC.

OTHER BUSINESS


Mike Buehner mentioned that last year Reaveley Associates double paid for their advertising in the Journal last year.  Reaveley is wondering if they can deduct that amount from the $3,000 banquet sponsorship this year.  Advertising money goes directly to NewslettersInk and UEC does not get any of it, so Reaveley needs to be refunded the money by NewslettersInk.
Mike mentioned that he has old scholarship applications from two years ago and wondered if there is any reason to keep those.  It was mentioned that he should keep the names for historical purposes, but he does not need to keep the packets.  The packets should be shredded.

Trent mentioned that we need to know specifically which committees need volunteers (not currently sitting on the UEC Board) and how many are needed.  The needs are as follows:
