WELCOME

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – November 1, 2006

Motion:

E-Week – Mike Norrie:  Mike was not in attendance.  He reported in an e-mail that L-3 Communications has committed to be a co-sponsor for the banquet for $1,500, thanks to Ken Randle.  Mike felt that his firm might be willing to be the other co-sponsor.  He has not been able to confirm the speaker yet, but feels like it will work out.  If anyone needs tickets, contact Mike Norrie.  We need to know as soon as the speaker is confirmed so that we can get the word out.  It will help with ticket sales to be able to promote a specific speaker.  Mike will need to put together a banquet flyer that can be sent out to the societies to advertise the banquet.  We don’t know if Mike has arranged for the proclamation.  Susan mentioned that she told Mike that Michael Smith from ACEC has connections in the governor’s office and is willing to help set up the proclamation.  Susan has not heard if that has been done.

B.
Publication Committee – Kiran Bhayani:  Kiran has received seven articles so far.  He still needs the chairs message, copy of the declaration, etc.  Kiran has only received mailing lists from USPE, AIAA, and SEAU.
