WELCOME – MIKE BUEHNER
Mike Buehner, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:05 p.m.
2.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – November 4, 2009
Motion:
There was a motion to approve the minutes.  The motion was seconded. The minutes were unanimously approved.

FINANCIAL REPORT – PETER TANG
It was mentioned that ITE has a different number of members than is reflected on their dues invoice.  Susan can change the invoice, but she does not have the new number.  SAME is in the same situation.  It was decided to let the invoices stand as they are since the difference is negligible. 

Peter reported that we have had to pay quite a bit of money for banquet deposits already and the checking account is getting low.  Societies who have not yet paid their dues need to pay as soon as possible.
Peter will update Mike and Marilyn on checks that come in as a result of fund-raising.

Donations to UEC are tax deductible.

COMMITTEE REPORTS


A.  E-Week Committee - Joe Martone:  Joe has prepared a banquet/event flyer, but has not yet been able to obtain the current artwork.  He will give it to Susan to put on the website when he has it.  This year checks will be mailed directly to Peter and not to Joe since we do not have table seating assignments.  If anyone wants to have a display at the banquet, they will need to contact Joe Martone to make arrangements ahead of time.  Displays should probably not be bigger than a regular poster.  ACEC will have their award winners on display at the banquet.  It was mentioned that the half price tickets in the past were for students and "retired seniors" and not for all seniors.  It was decided to have it apply to all seniors this year.  Joe will request a proclamation online and should receive it in the mail.
It was asked what special recognition companies would get for buying 10 tickets.  Joe said that will be worked out with each company as some kind of table display.  It will have certain parameters.  Joe is not calling it a banquet because we are not sitting down all together to eat.  We could call it an awards event.  The program will have the menu choices and the locations of the food so people will know where to go.  
We should let people know somehow that there is food at this event.  They need to know they will get their money's worth.  There will be two alcohol tickets available for each person who requests them.  Beer and wine will be provided.  It was asked if there was a possibility that a brewery could come and provide the beer and wine.  That possibility was discussed earlier, but decided against.
Susan suggested that if Joe does not have room for all of the details about the event on the flyer, he could mention a link to the website on the flyer where lots of details can be accessed.



B.  Fund-raising - Mike Buehner:  Mike reported that he and Marilyn sent out the fund-raising letters and forms a few weeks ago.  Susan will put the new contribution form on the UEC website.  She will also send out the fund-raising contact list to each society representative for review.  Mike would like to have the list corrected and updated with additional contacts.  Contributors names appear in the Journal and in the banquet program.  


C.  Membership Committee - John Richardson:  John wondered if we had access to a listing of all engineering societies in Utah.  We do not have such a list.  Dave Cline compiled some information last year on engineering councils in other states and their member societies.  He will give that information to John.  Last year we talked to AICHE, the chemical engineers.  We should follow-up with them.  Susan received an e-mail the other day from someone who is a member of the American Nuclear Society.  She will forward that e-mail to John.  John is going to talk to the American Indian Science and Engineering Society.  Engineers Without Borders was suggested as a possibility.  It was also suggested that he contact APWA - American Public Works Association, for an affiliate member as well as the Solid Waste Association.  John will look at the list of organizations with the U of U as well.  John asked if we had any affiliates.  The closest thing we have now is GOED.  SMPS (marketing society) used to be an affiliate member.  Our efforts should probably be directed at engineering societies, though.


D.  Awards Committee - Trent Hunt:  Trent was not in attendance.  The awards nominations are under way.


E.  Scholarship Committee - Peter Tang:  Peter has requested five nominees from each of the three universities. He also needs to get information from MESA.  He was told the university has eliminated that position from the school, so we are not sure what is happening there.


F.  Legislative Committee - Micheal McKamey:  It was decided that we should invite the Governor this year, the Lieutenant Governor and Tami Goetz as guests (six tickets all together).

PUBLICATION COMMITTEE - KIRAN BHAYANI

Kiran has met with Sophie Hanson.  Kiran and Dannie would like to at least have an idea by December 10 of what articles they may have.  The draft of the Journal should be ready by the end of December.   The actual articles are due December 15.  The drop dead date is December 20.  Kiran also needs an article about the MESA award winner.  Kiran would like the UEC representatives to gather a brief mission statement (or vision or values) for their respective societies to include in the Journal.
Kiran needs to talk to Michael Smith about the ACEC awards.  He would like to mention all the projects.  These should be sent to Dannie Pollock.

The banquet sponsor will receive a full-page ad and should not receive an invoice for that.  We do not know where we stand with advertising.  Sophie has not been updating Susan.  Susan will try to get the information from her.
We do not have a current contract with Sophie.  We need to have some kind of formal arrangement with her.  Mike Buehner will contact her about it.
