WELCOME
Linda Bachmeier, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES - January 5, 2005

Ken Randle moved to approve the minutes.  Jim Belshe seconded the motion.  The minutes were unanimously approved.

FINANCIAL REPORT - DALE BENNETT

Dale Bennett was absent.  There was no financial report at this meeting.

4.
COMMITTEE REPORTS
A.  E-WEEK - PAUL OESTREICH: The proclamation could be framed and displayed at the banquet, if desired.  We did get a copy of the proclamation photo in the Journal.


Paul asked what had been done in the past with student exhibits - how much space was reserved for


them, etc.  Linda said that typically they have been given an 8-foot table.

ACEC would like to do something a little different this year.  They would like to be able to put their projects up on free-standing easels if space allows.  Paul said that should not be a problem, we just need to let the venue know.

AIAA will have a display - a table-top tri-fold.  Any other societies who are interested in setting up a display are welcome to do so.  They just need to tell Paul ahead of time.

Paul is working on putting together the PowerPoint Presentation.  Trudy Collins gave him ACEC’s portion of it at the meeting.  Jeff will read a short bio on the nominees.  The PowerPoint Presentation will have each nominees name, picture, company, etc., but will not include the biography.


Paul has a copy of last year’s program.  He will work on a new one for this year’s banquet.

We don’t know where we are with ticket sales to date.  ACEC has sold all of theirs and need a few more.  Trudy will talk to Mike about that.  Ticket sales information needs to be turned into Mike Norrie probably about a week or two before the banquet.  A couple of people volunteered to help at the banquet with table assignment distribution.


We need to make sure Dale brings the checkbook to the banquet.

B.  PUBLICATION COMMITTEE - JIM BELSHE:   The Journal is printed and will be mailed out today or tomorrow.  Jim received lots of comments and made changes accordingly until there was no more time.  The mailing list this year ended up being about 6,500 this year. Last year it was only about 5,000. Jim is trying to see if there was room to print out extra copies, but his contact is currently out of town.  He had two secretaries go through everything to clean up the list.  There were problems with people being members of two different societies because there would be two different addresses for what appeared to be the same people, but there was not way to be sure, so both addresses had to stay on the list.  It appears that the Journal went well this year.  Newsletters Ink is going to put together a proposal for next year which should be much like this year’s agreement.


Jim will send out an e-mail informing the Board of the final Journal numbers when he finds out.

C.  FUND-RAISING - BOB DAVIS: Fund-raising letters have gone out.  Last year was a really good year, but $4,000 of it was business cards, and we didn’t do that this year.  So far we have $2,480 for scholarship, $555 for Sponsor-A-Student and $350 for General Fund.  We will be able to pay out the $3,000 for scholarships.  General fund money can be used for that, if necessary.

D.  MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE - BRENT MAXFIELD: Nothing new to report.

E.  AWARDS - JEFF WATKINS: The Awards committee has met, reviewed, and selected the winners.   In the past we have not done a scholarship plaque.  We are supposed to do the MESA plaque and a check.  We should do a certificate for the scholarship winners along with the check.

F.  SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE - DALE BENNETT:    Dale was not in attendance.

G.  NOMINATING COMMITTEE - LINDA BACHMEIER: The Nominating Committee needs to consist of three people chosen by the Chair.  Traditionally, the committee is chaired by the 2nd Past Chair, which would be Carl Cook.  The committee will consist of Carl Cook, Paul Oestreich and Jeff Watkins.  Basically, we just need a nominee for Treasurer, since the Chair and Vice-Chair should be filled by the current Vice-Chair and Treasurer, unless they choose not to serve next year.

OTHER BUSINESS

Trent Hunt mentioned that if needed, ASHRAE is willing to give $100 to help cover scholarships.

We need to think about assessments for next year.  If we continue doing the Journal this way and are no longer in need of a Journal assessment, we might think about having a scholarship assessment so we can continue to do the three scholarships.  Each society representative needs to talk to his or her society to see if that would be something they would be willing to support, in case fund-raising doesn’t go so well in the future.

It was asked if we are investing the scholarship money in a fund that would eventually be self-generating.  It is currently just in a savings account.

Trudy Collins mentioned that ACEC is sponsoring a school supplies structure contest at the Salt Lake City Library at the Atrium area for E-Week.  School supplies are to be built into an engineering project, and then the supplies are donated to three underprivileged schools - one each in Granite, Jordan, and Salt Lake school districts.  The projects will be on display all through E-Week.

AIAA mentioned presentations to be held at the Salt Lake City Library - “Pushing the Boundaries of Flight,” February 18 2-5 p.m. and  “New Perspectives on Flight,” February 19, 1-6 p.m. with various presentations going on in connection with the Utah Science Center Leonardo project.
