WELCOME
Dale Bennett, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:08 p.m.

2.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – January 3, 2007
Motion:

Dan Church moved to approve the minutes.  Mike Norrie seconded the motion.  The minutes were unanimously approved.

FINANCIAL REPORT – TRENT HUNT
All society dues have now been paid.  Trent passed out a current financial report. Trent mentioned that a maintenance fee has been charged to our checking account because we went below $1,000.  He didn’t know that was going to happen, so there are four $10 maintenance fees that were not budgeted.  Ken suggested calling the bank and asking if they would be willing to reverse them since we are a non-profit organization.  Trent will try that.  We have a $500 security deposit for the banquet that is refundable barring any problems.  Trent has the $1,500 banquet sponsor check in the current budget, but he has not received the check yet, so it should read zero right now.  Trent asked how sponsor-a-student works.  We charge half price for the students and the contributions for sponsor-a-student goes to pay for the other half.

DOPL openings this year include two plumbing engineers and three structural engineers.  SEAU will take care of the structural engineer nominees and ASHRAE will take care of the plumbing engineer nominees.
5.             COMMITTEE ASSIGNMENTS

A.
E-Week – Mike Norrie:  Energy Solutions has agreed to be our second co-sponsor for the banquet and will donate $1,500.  Their ad will be placed in the Journal and they will receive other recognition.  We are in good shape with the menu.  Mike needs a final ticket count by February 13, 2007.  Mike needs the money by Friday, February 16, 2007.  Mike reported that he decided to purchase centerpieces this year.  He got them through a wholesaler at a discount price ($448 for 25 tables).  They can be used again in the future.  Mike suggested that we rent a small storage place for boxes and the centerpieces.  We can check prices.  Susan has two or three boxes of UEC records stored in her garage.  She might be willing to store the centerpieces as well for a minimal fee.  It might be cheaper than renting a storage unit.  Mike changed to a buffet instead of having the food plated.  It will give a choice of meat or fish.  This saves money and gives us better quality and quantity for the money.  Panache is the caterer.
Mike needs a minimum of 6 people at 5:00 p.m. to help with final setup and he needs a couple of people to help with taking things down after the banquet.  Mike will be there at Noon.  Parking validations are included with the dinner.  Mike will send Susan a map of how to get to the parking and she will post it on the web site.
Mike asked if we want to do name tags.  Most people felt they are helpful.  Do we want people to write out their own name tags or do we want to pre-print them?  Trent offered to print the name tags if Mike will get the list to him.

The presentation will be done by Mike Norrie and the MC from the 23rd Floor.  Mike will be putting that together this weekend.

Mike would like to know what has been done in the past about publicity.  Linda said in the past she has called the news desks of the newspapers.  She did not have any luck in getting them to act on it, though.  Susan will take pictures again.

Paul will take care of all of the plaques.  We don’t know if the universities will bring displays yet.  Trent said he sent out an e-mail to the Board requesting displays, but has not gotten any response.  No one on the board received the e-mail, so Trent will try again.  The displays have to be brought in between 3:00 and 4:30 p.m. on the freight elevator from the loading dock.  A vehicle can also only be parked at the loading dock for 10 minutes.  There is plenty of room for displays.
Ken asked who is sending the four tickets to each half sponsor.  Mike Norrie said he would send them with a letter.


B.
Publication Committee – Kiran Bhayani:  Kiran would like to use the official E-Week graphics for the Journal cover.  Linda suggested sending an e-mail request to National E-Week—they should send a good quality graphic back for our use.  Kiran still has not received the mailing list from ASCE.  He talked to Bob Davis yesterday and Bob told him he would try to get it, but Kiran has not heard back from him yet.  Kiran needs to have the donation list.  Ken also needs information about last year’s MESA winner.  Linda will get him the information.  This year’s MESA winner is Cheryl Dearing from Tooele School District.  Mike doesn’t know which school.  Tooele School District has purchased a table of 8 tickets.  Kiran still needs the scholarship winners from last year and the school they are representing.  Kiran still needs ITE’s mailing list as well.
The proclamation apparently is not going to happen.  Mike has not been able to get information from Michael Smith about ACEC’s awards.
