WELCOME – MICHAEL NORRIE
Mike Norrie, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:10 p.m.  Ken Randle introduced Jim Thacher from AIAA.  Jim is replacing Ken as the AIAA UEC representative.
2.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – January 9, 2008
Motion:
Dan Church moved to approve the minutes.  Mike Buehner seconded the motion. The minutes were unanimously approved.

3.
FINANCIAL REPORT – MIKE BUEHNER

Mike reported that all membership dues have been paid totaling $3,445.75.  Mike had collected $1395.00 in banquet tickets before today’s meeting, but had collected more banquet money at the beginning of the meeting and expects to receive much more in the near future.  Scholarship money collected equals $3,180.00, general fund donations total $2,547.00.  Sponsor-a-student donations so far are $270 which is below our goal of $500.  The expenses that have gone out in the past month include the Executive Secretary fee, storage and website fee, banquet audio/video deposit, and banquet deposit.
4.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

A.
E-Week – Trent Hunt:  Trent passed out a proposed table layout for the banquet.  He found out that tables and chairs are not included in the rotunda rental.  It will cost about $13 for a table and eight chairs.  Trent is also renting coat racks for the event since there are none at the rotunda.  Trent’s kids as well as two of David’s kids (all teenagers) have volunteered to help take coats at the banquet.  David Merrill will pick the racks up on Friday and return them on Saturday.  Trent found out that the Capital waived the $1,500 room fee, but when they talked about providing a sound system that would work well, it turned out to be a podium with a speaker on it.  In speaking with people who attended the ACEC meeting a few days ago, they said the sound was not good with that setup, so Trent contacted Pole Sound who has worked in the Capital before.  They will set 6-8 speakers around the rotunda set at a lower sound level.  The cost of that will be $671.
Trent needs to know how many tickets have been sold and he needs to know the names of those who will be attending so he can make seating assignments.  People are being asked to enter through the east doors.  The coat racks will be set up there.  Parking is on the east side.  The tours are still planned to begin at 5:30 p.m.  There will be people from Reaveley and Heath to help with tours.  Trent suggested that Mike Buehner contact David Marshall at Jacobsen Hunt to find out what areas would be appropriate for tours.  Susan will be the photographer for the event.

B.
Publication Committee – Kiran Bhayani:  Dannie Pollock reported that the Journals are finished and he will pick up the copies for the banquet.  He will deliver them to David Merrill.

C.
Fund-raising Committee – David Merrill:  There are about 15 more people who have been contacted and given somewhat of a commitment, so he will be following-up on those.  Mike Buehner has already reported on what has been received so far.  David asked that people review his list of donors and see if there is anyone not on the list that they feel should be on the list.  The donor list should be included in the banquet program.

D.
Awards Committee – Dale Bennett:  The winners have been chosen and the plaques will be ready on Friday.  Dale would like the Executive Committee to get together and review the plaques to make sure all is correct.

E.
Scholarship Committee – Mike Buehner:  The winners have been chosen.  The committee members were Mike Buehner, Shaun Packer and Dr. Gemlich, retired professor from the U of U.  BYU only had one applicant and he wondered if the department narrowed it down and made the selection.  USU handled things well for us.  The U of U had more applicants than we wanted. Some were submitted by the department and some were submitted individually.  The BYU applicant was on par with the other applicants.

F.
Membership Committee – Shaun Packer:  Shaun’s office has moved and he is in the middle of that mess, so he was not in attendance.

G.
Legislative Committee:  The only bill is the SEAU bill which is in the works. The status of that bill currently is not known.

SET UP NOMINATING COMMITTEE – PAUL OESTREICH
Paul asked for ideas for a nominee for treasurer.  Mike Buehner suggested that when the person is asked, it should be made clear to them that they are committing to a five-year track with the UEC.

DOPL NOMINATIONS
We have one nomination to consider:  The term of David E. Wesemann (professional engineer/electrical) expires on June 30, 2008.  Mr. Wesemann is eligible for reappointment to the Board.  If anyone knows of an electrical engineer who would be interested in this, the nomination can go through UEC or through IEEE.

OTHER BUSINESS


The Awards Committee Chair has historically announced the award winners such as Engineer of the Year, Engineering Educator of the Year, Fresh Faces, and MESA.  The Scholarship Committee Chair announces the scholarship winners.  Last year was different.
Trent needs to know the award winners so he can put together the PowerPoint presentation.

Ken Petersen bought a table for MESA.

The deadline for banquet tickets should be Friday, February 8, in order to be on the seating chart.  The deadline for adding people is probably February 12, but they won’t be on the seating chart.
Jim Thacher announced that there is a Salt Lake Valley Science and Engineering Fair on March 28 and they are looking for judges.  Susan will post a link on the website.
