WELCOME – MIKE BUEHNER
Mike Buehner, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:05 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – January 6, 2010
Motion:
Kiran Bhayani moved to approve the minutes. Joe Martone seconded the motion. The minutes were unanimously approved.

FINANCIAL REPORT – PETER TANG
Peter passed around a sheet showing the donations received so far.  Donations total $3,836.  He also passed out a current financial report.
The checking account is currently low, but will improve as checks for tickets and donations are deposited.  Peter will bring a report next time showing how much money is in each donation category.  ATK paid the $4,500 directly to the Clark Planetarium.

COMMITTEE REPORTS


A.  E-Week Committee - Joe Martone:  Susan's daughter and a friend will be helping with coats at the banquet and working for tips.  There is free parking on the street that time of night or there will be a parking voucher that will reduce the cost of parking in the garage to $3.  The Summer garage is closer and you don't have to go outside to get to the planetarium.  The UTA ride for free program runs that day, so you can take Trax or the bus for free.

Displays - ASHRAE needs three easels.  Joe can get some from his office.  The planetarium might have some for our use.  Joe still does not know for sure what ACEC will need.  They thought they would have 17 displays.  Joe will call Rachel.


Joe needs to report numbers to the caterer no later than February 7.  We have a planning number of 300.  If we have a lot less than 300, the price per person will probably go up a little.  We will probably give them a number 3-5% higher than our actual count.  Peter is compiling the list of reservations.  Hopefully we will get more reservations by the end of the week.  Our astronaut speaker is still on as far as we know.  We went around the room to update the number of people that will be going.  From what we could find out, we currently have about 170 reservations.  We still need to hear from ACEC about ticket sales.   It is typical to have several last minute ticket sales.

Joe reported that the actual cost of the banquet per person this year is $47.73.  Mayor Carroon has accepted our invitation and we can say so in our advertising.  Mike will contact the Mayor's office and see if the Mayor would like to take a couple of minutes to say a few words.  He will be included in the awards pictures.  Governor Herbert will be out of town and not able to attend.

B.  Fund-raising - Mike Buehner:  Mike asked Peter to update his donation list and get it to Kiran as quickly as possible to see if it can be included in the Journal.


C.  Membership Committee - John Richardson:  John was not in attendance but previously e-mailed Mike Buehner that there was no new information to report


D.  Awards Committee - Trent Hunt:  Trent reported that the awards winners have been chosen except Fresh Faces where there is a one point difference.  He asked that the board members who sent in score sheets stay after the main meeting for a few minutes to come to a decision on the Fresh Faces award.


E.  Scholarship Committee - Peter Tang:  Scholarship applications have been received as follows:  U of U - 3, USU - 5 and BYU - 7.  The scholarship committee will consist of Marilyn, Dan, Trent and Peter.  Peter will send the information by PDF e-mail attachments.


F.  Legislative Committee - Micheal McKamey:  Micheal does not have anything to report at this time, but would like to talk about something ASCE is working on at the next meeting.


G.  Publication Committee - Kiran Bhayani:  The Journal is about ready to be published.  He still has not received a formal agreement from the publisher.  They are printing 250 for the banquet and 6,500 to be mailed out.  Kiran said he believes their costs have been covered by advertising and there should not be any problem there.  Kiran will be passing the Publication Committee duties to Dannie Pollock next year.  Dannie has been working with Kiran and knows what to do.

SET UP NOMINATING COMMITTEE - MICHAEL NORRIE
It is time to put together a slate of officers to be voted upon for next year.  Mike would like three people to help him on his committee.  The UEC board is a five year commitment.  The committee will consist of Mike Norrie, Kiran Bhayani and Mike Buehner.  The normal progression for the Executive Committee is Treasurer, Vice-Chair (handles E-Week banquet), Chair, 1st Past Chair (handles awards), 2nd Past Chair (handles nominating committee).  It is a good opportunity to be involved and help improve the organization.  The by-laws state that elected officers must be chosen from those who are member society representatives at the time of the election or who have been a UEC officer or member society representative during the past two years.  No more than one elected officer shall be a representative of the same member society.  The slate of nominees needs to be presented at the March meeting and the vote happens at the April meeting.  If Mike does not hear from people who desire to fill the position of treasurer in the next two weeks, he will start searching himself.
