WELCOME
Paul Oestreich, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:04 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – December 7, 2005
Motion:

FINANCIAL REPORT – MICHAEL NORRIE
Mike passed out a current budget report.  Most of our income has been for scholarship donations.  $500 was paid out last month for a deposit on the banquet hall.   It was mentioned that Mike needs to add a budget column to the budget report.  Mike would like to order deposit slips for the scholarship account.  That was approved.
Ken Randle mentioned that his numbers for fund-raising do not match the ones on Mike’s financial report.   Mike will make sure the amounts are correct.

4.          COMMITTEE REPORTS
A.  E-Week – Dale Bennett:  Dale will have the banquet flyer ready shortly.  He is waiting for a photo from Stan Checketts.  The food has been chosen and we should be set.  We will need to get a firm number to the caterer a few days before the banquet.  Right now we are planning on 350.  Gateway provides a $1 parking validation that covers the whole night, so Dale will go ahead and arrange to get those.  Desktop Visuals is scheduled to do the A/V for the banquet.
ACEC already presented their awards at a banquet in December, so that will not be happening at our banquet as it has in the past.  ACEC wanted to present their awards internally and then promote the winners of those nominations to the UEC banquet.  Bob Davis feels that there will still be a good turnout at the UEC banquet.  They will probably announce their winners again at the UEC banquet.
Stan Checketts with S&S Worldwide Incorporated will be the banquet speaker.  They design and build roller coasters and amusement park rides.

The meal will be the asiago encrusted chicken breast.

Last year our attendance was around 280.

B.  Publication Committee – Trent Hunt:  Trent was not in attendance at the meeting.  He needs articles and mailing lists this week for the Journal.
C.  Fund-Raising Committee – Bob Davis:   The fund-raising is looking good so far.
D.  Membership Committee – Jake Watson:  Jake mentioned that he went through the by-laws this past month, but has not done anything else.  He mentioned that organizations with commercial trade or bargaining functions are not eligible for membership in UEC, according to the by-laws.  Paul said that we have some flexibility, so if there is an organization with interest in membership, we can discuss it.
E.  Awards Committee – Linda Bachmeier:   The nominees are ready to be reviewed.  The selection meeting will occur right after this board meeting.

F.  Scholarship Committee – Mike Norrie:  Nominations are due from the schools about January 15.  Mike will need a committee to select the scholarship winners.  He asked the universities to submit no more than seven applicants from each school to UEC.  The scholarship committee will consist of Paul Oestreich, Dale Bennett, Kiran Bhayani and Mike Norrie.  We don’t do plaques for the scholarship winners.  The scholarship committee chair invites the winners and a partner to the banquet and provides two tickets.  Others who want to come see that person receive the scholarship award have to purchase their own tickets.
