WELCOME – MICHAEL NORRIE
Mike Norrie, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:15 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – December 5, 2007
Motion:
Dan Church moved to approve the minutes.  Kiran Bhayani seconded the motion. The minutes were unanimously approved.

3.
FINANCIAL REPORT – MIKE BUEHNER

Mike was not in attendance, but passed on the financial report to Susan to present to the Board.  The report shows that all the dues have been paid except AAEE and IEEE.  AAEE paid at this meeting.  Susan thought that Mike had told her that IEEE had paid him directly, but it does not show up on the report, so she will ask him about that.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
A. E-Week – Trent Hunt:  Trent mentioned that he gave out 300 tickets for the 

banquet at the last meeting.  He has more tickets if anyone would like them.  Any tickets not sold need to either be returned to Trent or people can shred the unsold tickets if they give Trent the ticket numbers.
As far as the tours go, we are okay with Reaveley because the seismic area is open, but the equipment rooms do not have lights yet and are still hard hat areas.  We will have to see how far they have progressed by the time we have the banquet.  We will have hors d’oeuvres from 5:30-7:00 p.m. along with the tours.  Trent needs to follow-up with the Governor’s office about the proclamation.  They guaranteed it by January 14.  He will get it to Kiran as soon as possible to be included in the Journal.  Trent also needs to check with David Hart’s office to make sure they take care of the sound system as promised.
Trent suggested each board member talk to their respective companies or organizations, and even clients, about buying a table at the banquet.  He has had success doing this.  A table seats 8 and costs $360.

Scholarship winners receive 2 tickets.  Award nominees usually have their tickets purchased by their nominating organization.  Trent wanted to know if it is okay to ask Reaveley to buy any additional tickets they may need beyond the 8 they get with their sponsorship.  It is okay.  It was also decided that we should give L-3 Communications a table of 8 at the banquet for their generous contribution.  David should contact them and make the offer.


B.
Publication Committee – Kiran Bhayani:  The Journal is with the publisher now.  Kiran is looking for a first draft hopefully by tomorrow.  He still has not received all of the mailing lists.  Kiran will let Susan know which ones he is missing.  ASCE has not submitted an article, but did submit their mailing list.  The Journal currently is 50-60 pages worth of material.  The Journal should go out before the end of January.

Fund-raising Committee – David Merrill:  Susan reported for David Merrill in his absence. Scholarship Committee – Mike Buehner:  Mike did not give Susan any information about scholarships.  We will get his committee established at our February meeting.

F.
Membership Committee – Shaun Packer:  Shaun was not in attendance.

G.
Legislative Committee:  We do not currently have a Legislative Committee chair.  The GOED representative was supposed to fill that role at one time, but they have not been participating.  We need to find someone who can keep us informed about what is going on during the legislative session.  Trent suggested that if we had someone from the Governor’s office keep us informed, it would be helpful and they would not try to act as a lobbyist.  Our purpose is to gather information and disseminate it to our membership, not to lobby.  Linda Muir was the person from GOED who was supposed to attend our meetings.  Her secretary, Annette Babisz, was our contact person.  
Trent wondered if Michael Smith with ACEC could report to us on legislative issues.  Dale said Michael Smith is a paid person and ACEC has a part-time lobbyist, Craig Petersen.  Last year, Bob Davis offered to have ACEC’s lobbyist keep UEC informed about legislative issues.  Dale Bennett is this year’s ACEC representative and could relay the information to the UEC Board.  Dale will check with Craig Petersen about any issues relating to engineers.

OTHER BUSINESS


ACEC has an event on January 29, 2008 at the Capitol building where they will meet with legislators and have dinner.
