WELCOME
Dale Bennett, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:04 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – December 6, 2006

FINANCIAL REPORT – TRENT HUNT
Trent was not in attendance at the meeting.
4.             COMMITTEE ASSIGNMENTS

A.
E-Week – Mike Norrie:  Mike was not in attendance.  Dale met with Mike yesterday and reported that Mike gave him the banquet tickets and the sign-up sheets.  The speaker will be Dr. Stephen Jacobsen from Sarcos.  He will be in Japan just before the banquet and is due to return, but has arranged for a backup from his company in case he runs into any glitches.  Mike Norrie’s company, MWH, has agreed to print the banquet programs.  Parking is included in the price of the tickets.  The banquet will be at the Wells Fargo building on the 23rd Floor and the parking garage is adjacent to the building.  This is a free fare zone for Trax.  Tables will be in rounds of 8.  We still only have a half sponsorship from L-3 Communications.  David Merrill suggested Evans and Sutherland as a possible sponsor.  A half sponsorship is $1,500.  He will follow-up with that.  Dale didn’t know if Mike had arranged for entertainment yet.  It was decided last month that we would give a full-page ad to the half sponsors, 4 banquet tickets, and shared recognition at the banquet with the other half sponsor.  Dan Church will check with AMES Construction again.  He was told by them that they would consider sponsoring, but they have not gotten back to him yet.  Mike has not put together a flyer for the banquet as far as Dale knows.  He sent Dale some biographical information on Dr. Jacobsen, but that was all.  Susan offered to put together a flyer for the banquet and will have it ready by Thursday or Friday.  She will send it to all of the UEC representatives and will post it on the web site.  Mike would like to have help with tracking tickets and name tags at the banquet.  The following volunteered:  Bob Davis, Mark Callister, David Merrill, Susan Merrill, Dale Bennett.  They will come early and help.  We need to push hard to sell tickets this month.  

Trent Hunt was assigned to contact the universities about setting up displays at the banquet since he is already working with them on scholarships.  If any companies want to set up booths at the banquet, there is plenty of room and they are invited to do so.  They need to let Mike Norrie know if they are going to set up a booth.
The banquet is Friday, February 23, 2007, 6:00 p.m. reception, 7:00 p.m. dinner.
Mike is working on the program for the banquet now.

Dale does not know about the proclamation signing date.  He knows the lady at the governor’s office was contacted.  He will check on it and will send out an e-mail with the information.


B.
Publication Committee – Kiran Bhayani:   Kiran asked anyone who sent him something via e-mail in the last couple of weeks to please re-send it because his e-mail has not been working.  Kiran has four Journal articles so far:  USPE, UCLS, IEEE and ASHRAE.  Ken Randle said AIAA submitted their article quite a while ago.  Kiran asked him to re-submit it because he did not receive it.  Susan will also resubmit the ACEC article because Kiran did not receive that.  Kiran said he will send out another reminder this weekend because we are coming up to the deadline for articles.  Kiran need articles from the UEC chair, Vice-Chair,  and the articles from Linda Bachmeier on last year’s award winners.  ASME will be submitting an article.
