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1.
WELCOME
Paul Oestreich, UEC Vice-Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:06 p.m.   Linda Bachmeier, UEC Chair, was out of town.

2.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES - April 6, 2005

Motion:
Dale Bennett moved to approve the minutes.  Jeff Watkins seconded the motion.  The minutes were unanimously approved.

3.
FINANCIAL REPORT - DALE BENNETT

Dale received two checks for $360 for banquet tickets, which puts us at a little over $8,000 now.  He also received the outstanding $100 for scholarship money.  Susan mentioned that she did finally talk to Chad Walker with IESNA and he indicated that they would pay the dues, but she has not seen a check yet.  They owe $69.89.

We currently have $3783.21 in the savings account as of the March 31, 2005 quarterly statement. The checking account has $4,453.58 as of today and there is $4,000 in the UEC scholarship account.  Dale will have Paul and Mike sign the signature cards on the accounts.

An increase in society dues was discussed.  Bob Davis from ACEC told Dale before the meeting that he felt that ACEC ought to pay more.  ACEC gives us the number of firms who are members, but they receive more than one Journal per firm, so we should charge them based on the number of Journals they request be sent.

The UEC by-laws say that we must have a uniform assessment for each society irrespective of its membership numbers, we also have to have an annual per membership assessment, we must have a maximum assessment amount to be established annually, and there is no assessment for student members of a society.

The UEC mailing list seemed to be full of errors and we need to check into it further.  

IEEE and ASCE currently hit the dues cap. ASME is very close and has been there in the past.

Motion:
Dale Bennett moved to make the following changes in dues assessments: Raise the base fee from $37.50 to $50.00 per society, raise the per member charge from $.48 to $.60 per member, raise the maximum dues from $320.00 to $500.00.  Brent Maxfield seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.

ACEC will be charged for the number of names on their Journal mailing list, not per company.  The change in the Journal assessment is required because of increased costs.  UEC no longer charges a Journal assessment.  These changes will take effect with the new billing cycle in September.

Susan requested that her fee be raised from $250 per month to $300 per month.  Her fee has not been raised in the 10 years she has worked for UEC.  It was suggested that Susan’s fee be reviewed on an annual basis and she be given a raise each year.

Motion:
Ken Randle moved that Susan’s salary be raised from $250 per month to $300 per month.  Jeff Watkins seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

The salary increase will take effect August 1, 2005.  Susan is paid monthly and she does not work in June and July, so she is just paid 10 months a year.  It was suggested that she be paid for June and July as well because she maintains the web site, but there was no further discussion about this.

4.
COMMITTEE REPORTS
A.  PUBLICATION COMMITTEE: This job is not as difficult as it has been in the past.  The Publication Committee just needs to gather articles and mailing lists.  Jim Belshe was going to contact Dan Church about taking over for him.  We don’t know if he has done this yet.  Susan will contact Jim and find out.  It would nice to get this position filled before we resume in the fall.

B.  E-WEEK - PAUL OESTREICH: The Grand America looks to be too expensive for us.  Jim Belshe was going to see if he could negotiate a lower price, but we don’t know if he has done that.  The Union Pacific station is a nice venue, but the acoustics are terrible.  Paul suggested that Dale contact Heather Nash at the Union Pacific station (801) 456-0003 or hnash@boyercompany.com and see if there is more that could be done about the sound.

C.  MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE - BRENT MAXFIELD: Brent reported that he has contacted AICHE, SME, ASPE, SAMPE and ASQ.  Last month Boyd Hill from AICHE wanted to come, but could not, so he attended by telephone for part of the meeting.  Susan followed up with an e-mail, but did not get a response, so Brent will call him.  Mr. Hill was hoping to be able to join together with some of the other societies for their monthly meetings on occasion.  Brent has received a response from SAMPE - Dr. Adams at the U of U.  He was interested in finding out what the dues were and what benefits there were.  Brent did receive responses from SME and ASQ and he sent them a letter regarding the benefits of membership, but they have not responded yet.  Brent has not contacted ASPE.   Jeff Watkins said for ASPE, Brent could contact Fred Nash at Spectrum 328-5151.

APPOINTMENT OF AUDITING COMMITTEE - PAUL OESTREICH
The committee needs to consist of three members to audit the secretary/treasurer’s accounts.  The auditing committee will consist of Mike Norrie, Paul Oestreich, and Jeff Watkins.   Dale Bennett will prepare the audit report and also participate.  Paul Oestreich will chair the auditing committee.  They will meet June 1, 12:00 Noon at Van Boerum & Frank.  Dale will need the form for the audit report.  Jeff Watkins indicated that he may have a boilerplate audit report that Dale could use.

6.
OTHER BUSINESS

Brent Maxfield mentioned that SEAU met with Dan Jones from DOPL a week ago about what process DOPL uses to investigate engineers who have complaints against them.  In the course of that discussion, Dan suggested a legislative change that would require mandatory reporting from the societies if they find sub-standard practices.  Apparently some health professionals have mandatory reporting.  Brent suggests that this be a topic of discussion next year to see if it would be worthwhile to bring to the legislature.
Ken Randle passed out the final fund-raising report.  He suggested that next year we start earlier in sending out our letters.  It was asked if Ken knew if Bob Davis would be interested in handling the fund-raising again next year.  Ken said he talked to Bob and felt that Bob would consider doing it again.  The letters need to go out by November 1.
