WELCOME
Paul Oestreich, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:09 p.m.  Introductions were made.

2.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – October 5, 2005
Motion:
Bob Davis moved to approve the minutes.  Dale Bennett seconded the motion.  The minutes were unanimously approved.

3.
FINANCIAL REPORT – MICHAEL NORRIE
Mike Norrie passed out the budget report.  It shows us about $200 dollars short in projected income.  Paul suggested that the A/V rental should be around $1,300.  Ken Randle also said we should delete the business card ads line item on the income.  These changes put us about $500 short.
We will be doing three $1,000 scholarships this year.  There is currently $4,000 in the scholarship fund.

Motion:
Dale Bennett moved to approve the budget with the above-mentioned changes.  Ken Randle seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.

4.          COMMITTEE REPORTS
A.  E-Week – Dale Bennett:  We have a commitment from Jim Belshe’s firm, Workman, 

Nydegger, to be the banquet sponsor.  
Dale has the signed contract for the Union Pacific Grand Hall at the Gateway and Mike gave him a deposit check to send with it.  Dale asked if there were other suggestions for the live entertainment or if we should use the same guy.  It was decided that we would use the same guitarist as we have the past two or three years.  We should have the tickets ready by the December meeting to hand out to UEC Representatives.  
We still don’t have a speaker.  Mike Norrie suggested Jake Garn.  He heard him at another event and he did a great job.  He would reach a wide audience.  Dale suggested that Linda Muir might be a good contact to see if the governor could come either this year or next year.  We could supply some courtesy tickets.  There might be someone else in the governor’s office who might be a good speaker.
Trent Hunt suggested Dave Hart who is the architect in charge of the Capitol building restoration.

Ron Bird from Channel 2 was also a suggestion.  Someone heard him speak at a conference last month and said he was very good.  Gephardt would also be interesting.

Award nominations were technically due today.  They need to be submitted by our December 7 meeting.  We also need the Journal articles.
B.  Publication Committee:  Trent Hunt is the new Publication Committee chair.  Journal articles should be submitted to him.  Trent will be our contact with Newsletters Ink. We need to find out what our deadlines are.  Trent will contact Jim Belshe to find out whom he should contact at Newsletters Ink.  The mailing lists should be submitted to Trent Hunt.  Trent is willing to compile the mailing list. He knows how to use Excel and do a sort without messing up the fields.  He will find out what the deadline is from the publisher and then will have Susan send out an e-mail requesting the mailing lists and indicating that those societies who did not submit a mailing list by his deadline will not receive Journals.
C.  Fund-Raising Committee – Bob Davis:   A fund-raising letter was put together and sent out.  About 126 letters were sent out.  Ken was able to update some of the addresses.
D. Membership Committee – Jake Watson:  Jake was not in attendance.
E. Awards Committee – Linda Bachmeier:  Linda was not in attendance.

F.   Scholarship Committee – Michael Norrie:   Mike decided that it would be best if the universities would narrow their applicants down to 7 or less to be submitted to UEC, then the Scholarship Committee will make the decision from there.  He needs to put a deadline in the letter.  Susan will see if she has a copy of the evaluation form used in the past and will send it to Mike to update and use.  We could put the form on the Web site for the students to access.
5.          OTHER BUSINESS
Ken asked if we decided to do the parking validations at the banquet.  We have not.  Dale will ask about that.  We could get a limited number of validations to pass out to those who want them.  If it is only $100-$200 more, it would probably be worth doing.  Ticket prices last year were $35, $17.50 for students and retired engineers.
