WELCOME
Dale Bennett, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:08 p.m.

2.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – October 4, 2006
Motion:

Dan Church moved to approve the minutes.  Ken Randle seconded the motion.  The minutes were unanimously approved.

3.
FINANCIAL REPORT – TRENT HUNT
Trent Hunt reported that no deposits have been made yet.  Susan gave him checks from 6 societies:  AIAA, IEEE, IESNA, ITE, SEAU and UCLS.  A $1,000 deposit was paid to the Wells Fargo building for the banquet and the executive secretary fees have been paid.  No other money has been paid out this year.  Trent has not been getting the bank statements.  He will tell the bank again to change the mailing address. 
Trent passed out a proposed budget.  The following suggestions for changes were made to the proposed income:  Annual dues should be changed from $3,000 to $3,250, donations and sponsorship should be changed from $3,500 and separated into two categories - $3,000 for banquet sponsor and $1,500 for other sponsors.  General UEC donations should be changed from $9,000 to $6,000 to reflect fund-raising only.  To total income should be changed from $22,723.00 or $20,973.00.
4.             COMMITTEE ASSIGNMENTS

A.
E-Week – Mike Norrie:  The 23rd Floor of the Wells Fargo building has been confirmed for the venue for the banquet on February 23, 2007.  Mike still does not have a speaker, but would like to invite Steve Jacobsen from the U of U and Sarcos to speak.  He spoke at the banquet about 10 years ago.  Steve may have a conflict and will let Mike know for sure.  If Steve Jacobsen speaks, Mike would like him to speak on how things have changed in the past 10 years in the industry and how that affects the state of Utah and the educational system.
Mike has the tickets. The prices are $45 per person general admission and $22.50 for students and retired engineers.  Mike printed 300 tickets.  He passed out some today.  He will not be at the December meeting, but will be at the January meeting to hand out tickets there as well.

The 23rd Floor has a professional Master of Ceremonies which Mike plans to use for the entire program, that way those people who are doing the awards presentations can focus on that and have pictures taken and then enjoy the rest of the banquet.  Mike will work out a script for the program.  Mike would like to have the nominees’ names and information up on the screen around the room during the dinner and then give the actual winners their awards during the presentation itself.  Mike is hoping that this way proper recognition will be given and the program will still flow and not be too long.  This would be for the ACEC winners as well as the UEC award winners.

Panache will be catering the meal.  We do not know yet what the meal will be.  We still need a banquet sponsor.  Mike is proposing that the sponsor or sponsors will have their logos and a description of their companies in the presentation.  It was suggested that if we can still get some sponsors this year to cover A/V, programs, etc., it would help to offset the ticket prices for next year.  It was also suggested that we improve the check-in process this year.  It was suggested that people who have signed up to come to the banquet, but have not paid yet, have their name tags separated to make it easier to identify them and be sure they pay.  Mike will need final numbers 10 days prior to the banquet.  He will also need the money 7 days before the banquet so we can pay the bill that night.  The proclamation needs to be scheduled ASAP.  Mike asked if we have publicized the banquet in the media in the past.  We have tried, but have not been successful.  Linda Bachmeier suggested Kirby (from the Tribune) might be a good draw for an entertaining speaker.

B.
Publication Committee – Kiran Bhayani:  Kiran was out of town, but Susan reminded everyone that Journal articles are due November 15 and also the Journal mailing lists are due November 15.  Bob Davis sent an e-mail saying that ASCE and ACEC have articles for the Journal. 


C.
Fund-raising committee – Bob Davis:  Bob Davis was not in attendance but sent the message to the Board that the fund-raising letters are in process.  The committee is making changes to the mailing list to update it and the letters should go out within the next two weeks.


D.
Membership Committee – Mike Buehner:  Mike talked with the previous committee chair to find out what had been done last year.  He will send Mike the information he has on organizations to pursue.  Mike should contact GOED and see if they are going to be involved with UEC this year.  It was suggested AICHE might be approached for membership.  It is a large society.  It was suggested that Mike look at the attendance record in the minutes and invite the representatives who were not at the previous meeting to come to the next meeting.

E.
Awards Committee – Paul Oestreich:  The nomination forms are available on the UEC web site.  Paul passed out suggested guidelines for selecting the award winners this year and asked for feedback.  To date he only has one nominee submitted.  Electronic submissions are preferred.  Linda Bachmeier mentioned that the Fresh Faces award process has changed nationally.  Any submissions must come through a national sponsoring society and UEC cannot submit their winner for national consideration themselves.   National Fresh Faces has put an age requirement on nominees – they must now be age 30 or younger.  Our requirement has just been 5 years or less experience.  All we can really do is suggest that the nominating society submit their candidate to their national level and they can take it from there.  Paul will decide what our requirements will ultimately be.  Nominee names and pictures are due November 15.

F.
Scholarship Committee – Trent Hunt:  Trent has not done anything on this yet.  Trent needed some clarification on who sends out the letters to the universities with the application forms.  Trent needs to do this.  It was also mentioned that he needs to limit the number of candidates that are sent to him from each university – probably 5 from each university.  The applications should go to BYU, U of U and USU.
