1.
WELCOME – MICHAEL NORRIE
Mike Norrie, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:05 p.m.  Introductions were made.
2.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – October 3, 2007
Motion:
Ken Randle moved to approve the minutes with the following corrections:  Dale
Bennett should be listed as the 1st Past Chair under the Welcome section and Capital should be 
changed to Capitol.  Mike Buehner seconded the motion.  The minutes were unanimously
approved.

3.
FINANCIAL REPORT – MIKE BUEHNER

The financial report includes four checks for dues that Mike will receive from Susan today.  It also includes a check that will be paid today to Susan for her fees, web site fees and storage fees.  Susan reported that only four societies have paid their dues so far.  She would like to remind the societies who have not paid to send in their payments as soon as possible.  The societies that have paid so far are:  AIAA, ASHRAE, ASME and IES.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

A.
E-Week:  Trent reported that his understanding of the desire of the Board from the last meeting was that if Jacobsen-Hunt or other firms involved with the Capitol renovation were to be the banquet sponsors, the Board would like to have the banquet at the Capitol.  Otherwise, they would want the banquet to be at the 23rd Floor.  Trent said we can save a lot of money having the banquet at the Capitol building because they have offered to waive the fee for the building and the fee for the sound system.  Susan reminded the Board that the minutes from last month’s meeting state that the Board would like to have the banquet at the Capitol if the cost is significantly less than at the 23rd Floor.  Mike Norrie reported that he had a conversation with Michael Smith at ACEC regarding having the banquet at the Capitol.  Michael Smith told him that the acoustics were not good and the caterer was not great.  Other people have had experience with the same caterer and thought it was fine.  David Hart is willing to speak at the 23rd Floor if that is what UEC wants.  He understands the acoustical issues at the Capitol. Mr. Hart did say he would be in charge of setting up the sound system at the Capitol and would guarantee that they would be better than normal, but it won’t be as good as the 23rd Floor.
Mike Buehner reported that in his conversations with his company president, it was felt that Jacobsen would probably be willing to be a sponsor.  If they are not willing, then Mike’s firm, Reaveley, would be willing to be the sponsor.  The sponsorship might be contingent upon location, but not necessarily.  The nice thing about having the event at the Capitol is that the speaker can refer to the project and he has also offered to provide some limited tours of the Capitol.  We would never have the opportunity again to have the banquet there and have the fees waived.  We are required to use the caterer, Utah Foods.  Trent suggested that he and some of the Board members could go to the Capitol at the end of the month and try the food at lunch time, then talk to the caterer and see what our options would be.  November 28th will be the day they go to lunch.

It could actually be a good draw for the banquet because the speaker, the sponsor and the location are all tied together.

Trent wanted to know when we need to have the E-Week proclamation to get it into the Journal.  The governor will not sign any proclamations after the legislative session starts.  It is easier to get it done now and to not wait.  It should be done before Christmas.

Trent Hunt will contact Jacobsen-Hunt about sponsoring the banquet.

The banquet will be on February 15, 2008.

Motion:
Dan Church moved to have the UEC banquet at the Capitol building this year.  Kiran Bhayani seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.


B.
Publication Committee – Kiran Bhayani:  Kiran needs to have the articles and the mailing lists by November 15, 2007 so we can get everything turned into the publisher well ahead of time.  The Journal should go out a month before the banquet so the banquet can be adequately advertised.  Dannie Pollock will be helping Kiran with the Journal and also acting as the alternate representative from AAEE.  

C.
Fund-raising Committee:  David Merrill has volunteered to be the fund-raising chair this year.  It was suggested that in the future we should think about making the fund-raising committee chair an official executive committee position.  It was also suggested that it be a position that a person should hold for more than one year.  Another suggestion was that we could have a chair for a year, but also assign committee members who could work on it more than one year.  We will discuss it in the future.

The fund-raising letter needs to be sent out this week.  Ken Randle will get the information to David so the letters can go out as soon as possible.
It was requested that Susan send out another e-mail to each society requesting three to five names from each society to help on UEC committees:  fund-raising, scholarship, awards, e-week, etc.  They can get CPE credits for such service.

Membership Committee:  Shaun Packer was not in attendance.

Awards Committee – Dale Bennett:  There were some questions about the Fresh Faces award requirements.  Dale should contact Linda Bachmeier with any questions about the award. She has the information.

Scholarship Committee – Mike Buehner:  Mike is updating the scholarship application and will get it to Susan to post on the UEC website.  The banquet date will be February 15, 2008.
