WELCOME

4.             COMMITTEE ASSIGNMENTS – MIKE NORRIE

E-Week – Mike Norrie:  The banquet is set for Friday, February 23, 2007 on the 23rd Floor of the Wells Fargo Building.  Mike needs a check from Trent for the deposit.  Mike will need some help with monitoring ticket sales.  Mike would also like help in finding people to fill the sponsorship needs – we need the major sponsor and then one each to cover programs, floral arrangements and the A/V systems.  The sponsors can be suppliers to engineers.  The national E-Week sponsors include Tyco, 3M, BP, Boeing, Exxon-Mobile, IBM, Lockheed Martin, Symantec, etc.  The right people to approach companies are the people actually doing the buying from them.  
Tom Phelps will help with the ticket sales.  If we get the sponsors we need, Mike will try to lower the ticket prices as much as he can, but currently the prices are set at $45 general admission, $22.50 for students and retired engineers.  Mike is trying to make the program worthwhile so people will want to come again.

Publication Committee - Kiran Bhayani:  Kiran said he needs journal articles by November 15, 2006 as well as the mailing lists.  The articles can be about anything of engineering interest such as current projects, legal issues, etc.  He would also like the student chapters to be invited to submit articles and participate.  Kiran will also need the governor’s proclamation and photo for the Journal.  Mike Norrie suggested that an article from 1200 to 1500 words with photos would be appropriate.
