6.          PUBLICATION COMMITTEE

7.          E-WEEK – DALE BENNETT
Dale has been working on starting up a new business the past couple of weeks, so has not had time to shop around for venues.  He has decided to go with the Union Pacific at the Gateway again.  He will firm up the costs and everything.  Susan gave Dale some information on a company that does Audio/Visual, displays, etc. at events such as this if he is interested in getting a quote from a different place.
We do not have a banquet sponsor yet.  Dale would like each UEC Representative to inquire in their societies and see if there is interest from any of their contact companies in sponsoring the banquet.  CH2MHill has done it twice, now.  The cost of sponsorship is $3,000 or a co-sponsor amount would be $1,500 each.  Construction companies and engineering companies are possibilities for sponsorship. OTHER BUSINESS


Pat Vaughn from the Governor’s Economic Development was in attendance at the meeting to discuss the purpose of her office and the possibility of her office becoming an affiliate member of UEC.  Her office seeks to serve in the capacity of being the eyes and ears of industry for the governor’s office.  Linda Muir is the marketing director in the Governor’s Office of Economic Development (GOED).  Her job is to align with professional organizations so her office can participate in meetings and hear the messages that are coming from the private sector about how the government can better help promote, revitalize, and otherwise help business owners as well as professionals.  GOED are corporate membership participants in the Utah Information Technology Association (UITA), Utah Women in Technology (Pat is the president of that organization), and other similar organizations.  GOED would like to try to gain some inside knowledge and assist where they can.  There are programs coming online shortly such as Centralized Resource – Utah Business Link – which would be a single resource tool that would consist of Utah businesses, components for gaining government contracts, procurements, and a talent component for businesses who are seeking talent as well as individuals who might be seeking opportunities as a connecting service – not to replace head hunters or the Department of Workforce Services.
Linda Muir would be a natural person to serve as our Legislative Committee Chairperson.  GOED’s main thrust is economic revitalization in Utah.

Motion:
Mike Norrie moved to approve GOED for affiliate membership.  Dale Bennett seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.

It was decided that GOED will not need to pay membership fees to UEC at this time.  Linda Muir 
will be the contact and will be considered the UEC Representative.
