WELCOME
Dale Bennett, UEC Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:05 p.m.  Introductions were made.

2.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES - May 3, 2006
Motion:

Michael Norrie moved to approve the minutes.  Paul Oestreich seconded the motion.  The minutes were unanimously approved.

FINANCIAL REPORT – TRENT HUNT
The accounts will be transferred to include Trent Hunt today after the meeting.  Trent has Susan’s invoice for August, but has nothing else to report.
The audit committee submitted a report to the August meeting of the Executive Committee and all was fine.  Trent does not have a budget ready yet, but will submit it at our next meeting.  We currently have a balance of $2,875.36 in checking and $3,801.21 in savings, $5,496.61 in the scholarship fund.
4.          ROSTER QUESTIONNAIRE STATUS - SUSAN MERRILL

Susan reported that the following societies have submitted their roster updates:  AAEE, ACEC, AIAA, SAME, SEAU and UCLS.  Linda Bachmeier said that the SWE information should be coming right away.  All other societies need to submit their information to Susan as soon as possible so she can update the roster and get the invoices for dues sent out.
Introductions were made around the room.

Bob Davis mentioned that Rick Campagna from UDOT has served as the ASCE representative for the past three years and has asked that he be replaced.  ASCE has not yet replaced him, but Bob Davis will act as a substitute for today.

6.          PUBLICATION COMMITTEE
Nothing to report – Kiran Bhayani is the new chair.

7.          E-WEEK – MIKE NORRIE
Mike passed out information on this year’s proposed E-Week banquet.  The banquet will be on Friday, February 23, 2007.  It will be on the 23rd Floor of the Wells Fargo Center, 299 South Main Street in the Wasatch Vista Room.  The view is fantastic.  The catering is done by Panache.  They have a good reputation and are located downstairs in the same building.  There is a parking garage right next door and it is in the free fare zone for Trax.  A PA system is included.  The LCD video displays cost extra, but they are already imbedded in the room.  Mike has received input from many people about past banquets and would like to make some changes.  The Wells Fargo Center offers a professional Master of Ceremonies as part of the banquet hall services.   Mike would like to use him.    Mike would like a script to be provided with input from organizations.  Organizational awards will be written into the script.  Organizational leaders will provide photo opportunity and “grip and grin” only.  The nominees will be announced during dinner on the video displays.  
If we have a speaker, it needs to not go too long and it needs to be someone dynamic and interesting for the entire audience.  Suggested speakers were Governor Huntsman (however he will not schedule more than 6 weeks out which makes it difficult for us), the governor’s science advisor and Jake Garn.  It was suggested that we could ask the governor and then have his science advisor lined up as a backup speaker.  We could ask our member organizations who they would like to hear speak at the banquet.  Stephen Jacobson at the U of U/Sarcos spoke at the banquet in 1997 and we could invite him again.  
Mike also suggested that we not only have a banquet sponsor as the major sponsor at $3,000, but that we also have sponsors for certain items such as program publication $500, floral centerpieces $500, Corsages/boutonnieres $200, video display $350.  Sponsors would have an opportunity to set up a display at the banquet.  Board members were asked to come up with ideas for sponsors.  Some suggestions were AutoDesk, Prosoft, Imaginette, Trane, cell phone providers, vendors, engineering companies, etc.  If there are people in our organizations whom we can contact, Mike would appreciate that effort.
We need to give the universities invitations well ahead of the banquet for displays at the banquet.

Mike will need help with ticket sales – we should probably set a number and sell to that number.  We lost quite a bit of money on tickets last year that were not accounted for, so we need to do better this year.  Tickets will probably sell for $45 general admission, students and seniors $22.50.  That is a $10 increase from last year.  Meal prices have gone up this year.  This will insure that we have reasonable meal quality.  The room will accommodate 450 people, so we can increase our numbers if we need to, but our target amount is about 225.  Linda mentioned that the year she was in charge she spent a lot of time on the phone getting exact numbers of people attending the banquet and making sure all tickets were accounted for and she cut off the ticket sales when she gave the caterer the final number.  Because of this, she was able to cover the banquet costs and not come up short.  It was suggested that as we start advertising the banquet, we can say there are a certain number of tickets available, and then if ticket sales are brisk and we are getting close to 225 we can increase the number down the road.

FUND-RAISING COMMITTEE – BOB DAVIS
Bob will have a fund-raising letter drafted and ready to present at our next board meeting.

OTHER BUSINESS


SAME is having a program featuring a speaker on anti-terrorism issues in design.  SAME would like to know if any other societies would like to join with them in sponsoring the speaker.  Mike will get out more information on this event in the next few days.  It was asked if it would offer professional development hours – Mike will check on it.  It will probably be at the U of U in late September.
The National Council of Structural Engineers Associations is holding their national convention here in Salt Lake City in a couple of weeks.

SEAU feels that DOPL has been unresponsive regarding complaints.  The enforcement is lacking in the opinion of SEAU.  DOPL came back and asked SEAU to form a committee of three people to help review complaints and then give DOPL recommendations on the action that should be taken.  SEAU investigated that and found out that the state will not give immunity to anyone on that committee, so if any SEAU member does that, he is setting himself up for a personal lawsuit for slander from the person who is being investigated.  SEAU has declined to do anything unless DOPL will grant them immunity as a sub-committee of DOPL.  Dale mentioned that ACEC has a similar committee and it has worked pretty well.  They have not had problems with lawsuits.  DOPL needs help from those who have the knowledge to tell them if a complaint is founded or not.  It was suggested that national organizations might have insurance coverage for such activities.  We might also need to approach the issue legislatively.
Susan can post any information our member organizations would like on the UEC web site.  Susan would like to be on each society’s newsletter mailing list so she can get the information out to all of our members who might be interested.

Ken Randle mentioned that Sam Love, former UEC chair from 1999 – 2000 was killed in a bicycle accident in May of this year.
