WELCOME – PETER TANG
Peter Tang, UEC Vice-Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:05 p.m.  Peter was presiding in place of Joe Martone, Chair, who was out of town.  Introductions were made.  Scott Kisling from SME was visiting to learn more about UEC.
A. 2010-2011 Goals – Peter reviewed the goals that the Executive Board discussed last month for UEC. They are:
1) Do not go in the hole financially.  UEC needs to try to at least break even at the worst.

2) Add a new member.

3) Provide continued excellence in core programs, i.e., UEC awards banquet, Journal, scholarships.

4) Refresh the UEC website to update it – find ways to redesign it at low or no cost.  Chris Hofheins knows some people who might be willing to do it reasonably.  The website is user friendly, but there is no way to add the fancy features currently desired.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – May 5, 2010
Motion:
Mike Buehner moved to approve the minutes. John Richardson seconded the motion. The minutes were unanimously approved.

FINANCIAL REPORT – LESLIE HUGO
Leslie passed out the proposed budget.  She tried to be conservative to try to keep things in balance.  Leslie needs to change the scholarship expense amount from $2,000 to $3,000.
John Richardson contacted IES about reapplying for membership.  Their board meeting is later on in September and that issue will be discussed then.  John will follow-up with them.

Speaker gifts were discussed.  It depends on the speaker.  Some are able to accept gifts, but government people are not supposed to do so.

Peter deferred approval of the budget until October when Joe Martone will be in attendance.

ROSTER QUESTIONNAIRE STATUS – SUSAN MERRILL

Susan has received most of the roster questionnaires but still needs completed questionnaires from ASCE, ASHRAE, ITE, SAME and USPE.  She asked about SEAU’s since she received completed questionnaires from two different people and the membership numbers were very different.  She needs the correct number for the dues.  The correct number should be 154, but SEAU is still collecting membership dues until the end of September.  Chris Hofheins will need to let Susan know as soon as the final numbers are in so she can prepare the dues invoice.

COMMITTEE ASSIGNMENTS – PETER TANG

A. Publications:  Kiran Bhayani and Dannie Pollock are chairing the publications committee again this year.
B. E-Week:  Peter Tang is the E-Week chair this year.  Possible venues are the Hilton, Rice-Eccles Stadium with a discount from the civil engineering department.  Mike thinks the fee will be around $1,000 or so with the discount.  Dave Cline suggested that the venue may be more important than the food.  If the venue is a high profile project, people find that to be enjoyable and of interest, such as the interest at the capitol.  The price last year was a deterrent for some people.  UEC will try to lower the price this year.  Little America or the Grand America were suggested as possible options.  We should plan on about 220 people.  Mike Buehner will check on Rice-Eccles stadium.  Chris Hofheins will check on Little America/Grand America.  Dave Cline will check on Rio Tinto.  Leslie Hugo suggested the new natural history museum at the U of U maybe for 2012.  Mike Buehner is working on the new award nomination forms for this year.  They will be posted on the website when they are revised.
C. Fund-Raising:  Marilyn is willing to help again, but does not want to be chair.  Mike Buehner is willing to help.  Ken Randle is willing to help, but does not want to be chair.  Peter Tang is willing to help with contact information.  We need a chair.
D. Membership:  John Richardson is willing to chair this committee again.
E. Legislative Liaison:  Mike McKamey will not be able to do this, so we need someone to keep track of legislation that affects the engineering profession as a whole and report to UEC as the legislative chair.  Dave Cline suggested that the new ACEC representative would be a good choice for this position.   Susan will give that information to Dave Cline and Dave will contact that person regarding this position.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
A. Membership Committee – John Richardson:  John is working with IES.  He also has six other societies that he contacted last year and will contact again this year regarding membership.  John asked about the nuclear engineers.  They do not have a Utah chapter, but they have a regional chapter with several members in Utah.  Would they have voting rights?  We could interpret our by-laws such that a regional chapter with Utah membership could qualify as a Utah chapter according to our by-laws.  AAEE is in the same state, and they are full voting members, so the nuclear engineers should probably have full voting rights as well.  They can apply for membership and at that point the board will vote on what their status should be.
B. Publication Committee – Kiran Bhayani:  Kiran passed out a proposal from a company in Canada for the Journal.  If they were able to sell $40,000 in ads, UEC would not have to pay anything.  Newsapplications.ink is Sophie’s new publishing company.  They seem to be doing well and might be interested in doing our Journal.  Dannie and Kiran are meeting with Dan Fulton from McGraw-Hill on Monday morning about our options with them.  Kiran is asking for articles now.  If you have an interesting project you can write about, please submit it as soon as possible.  Articles should be submitted by no later than November 30, 2010.  This will give them time.  The article should be in Word and accompanying pictures should be jpeg.  The article should be less than four pages long.  All UEC representatives are asked to pass the request on to their membership so we can have a good selection of articles.  Mike suggested that UEC representatives be responsible for submitting an article about their respective societies for the Journal.  If we go with Sophie again, we need to be sure that the duplicates on the mailing list issue is resolved and that everyone who is supposed to receive a Journal does receive a Journal.  Kiran and Dannie are requesting the mailing lists now as well for the Journal mailing list.
C. E-Week – Peter Tang:  Peter is looking for help for the E-Week committee.  He would also like suggestions for possible speakers for the banquet.

Dave Cline mentioned the LEED workshop sponsored by SAME in October in Layton.  Susan sent out the information a week or so ago.  Dave would like each society to distribute that information.  It is on the UEC website.
